	Section 4 - LVO Club Statements
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Confidentiality Statement.

4.1.
Lagan Valley Orienteers will never promise to keep secrets.  Considerations of confidentiality will not be allowed to override the rights of children or young members to be protected from harm. However, information of a confidential nature will only be communicated on a "need to know" basis, with the welfare of the child paramount. 

4.2.
Every effort shall be made to ensure that confidentiality is maintained for all concerned. Information shall be stored by the Designated Person in a secure place with limited access to designated people, in line with data protection laws (e.g. that information is accurate, regularly updated, relevant and secure).  Only the following shall be informed on a strict need to know basis only:

	· The Club and NIOA Designated Person. 

	· The parents of the person who is alleged to have been abused 

	· The person making the allegation. 

	· Social services/police. 

	· British Orienteering Federation Child Protection Officer. 

	· The alleged abuser (and parents if the alleged abuser is a child). 

	· Seek social services advice on who should approach the alleged abuser.

	· Any other club/NIOA member whom the Designate Person considers should be informed (such as those who may be working on squad teams)


Equity Statement: The club requires all members of whatever level of authority to abide and adhere to general principle of treating all people fairly.

4.3.
Lagan Valley Orienteers has an ongoing commitment to treating all people fairly.  No-one will receive less favourable treatment on the grounds of age, creed, colour, disability, ethnic origin, gender, marital status, sexuality or social class or be placed at a disadvantage by conditions or requirements which cannot be shown to be relevant to performance. 

4.4.
All children and other vulnerable persons shall be valued and treated in an equitable and fair manner regardless of ability, age, sex, religion, social and ethnic background or political persuasion.  Children and other vulnerable persons, irrespective of ability or disability should be involved in sports activities in an integrated and inclusive way, whenever possible, thus allowing them to participate to their full potential alongside other children
. 

Equal Opportunity Statement: The club regards discrimination, harassment or victimisation as serious misconduct, which is likely to bring the club into disrepute.

4.5.
Any complaint on any of these grounds by club members will be dealt with under the British Orienteering Federation’s guidance.  Any complaint on any of these grounds by any other will be dealt with under Bye-Law 1 of the BOF Articles of Association to which the club adheres. The overall responsibility for monitoring and evaluation will be with the club committee.

Data Protection Statement: The club is committed to ensuring that any information gathered in relation to our activities meets the specific responsibilities as set out in the Data Protection Act 1998.

4.6.
To achieve this we have drawn up the following guidance:

	· Information on members is only gathered for the purpose of maintaining a record of those currently involved in the club.  This includes:

	Names, Membership status, Ages/gender class

	Contact details such as addresses, telephone numbers & e-mail

	Results, Rankings/League positions, Achievements

	Roles/Office Bearer positions

	Registration for C&VP policy purposes

	Financial payments

	Other details required by this Policy such as health information, consent, etc.

	· The personal information requested is relevant to the needs of the club and to ensure we adhere to good practices particularly in relation to child and vulnerable person protection.

	· We will make every effort to ensure the information entered into a computer from paper records are accurate and kept up to date. The paper record will be stored in a secure place.

	· The LVO will only keep an individual child's information on a database for 18 months at a time.  Membership renewal forms must be completed by this time.  If an individual child leaves the club during or after 18 months the information will be deleted.

	· Any computer database will only be accessed by eligible members who are vetted office bearers such as Secretary, Chairperson, Coaching Officer, Junior Development Officer.  Note that event officials may need access to name and address lists to ask for helpers for events including Juniors who should be encourage to assist at events.

	· The contents of any computer database or any individual's personal details will not be forwarded to a third party without the prior permission of the person or, in the case of children/vulnerable person, their parent/guardian.


Anti-Bullying Statement: Bullying is not an accepted behaviour towards anyone at Lagan Valley Orienteers be they child, coach, volunteer or parent.
4.7.
Anyone found to be bullying others will be dealt with seriously both in regards to the behaviour exhibited and the reasons for the behaviour.  Detailed guidelines are in Section 6.

Anti-Doping Statement.

4.8.
Lagan Valley Orienteers is committed to preventing doping, and ensuring a drug-free environment for orienteering in Britain, N Ireland and Ireland, in order to protect the rights and health of competitors and the values of fair play.
Photographs And Images Of Children Statement: The club will ensure that parental/carer and the respective juniors permission will be obtained before any images (photos or videos) are taken and/or publicised.

4.9.
Such images are to appropriately represent orienteering with the subject in suitable dress to reduce the risk of inappropriate use.  By increasing the awareness of the potential risks and taking appropriate steps the potential for misuse of images can be reduced.  Detailed guidelines are in Section 6.
