Procedure 5 - Use of Photographs or Video Images.
5.1.
 There have been concerns about the risks posed directly and indirectly to children and young people through the use of photographs on sports websites and other publications.  Photographs can be used as a means of identifying children when they are accompanied with personal information.  This information can make a child vulnerable to an individual who may wish to start to “groom” that child for abuse.  Secondly the content of the photo can be used or adapted for inappropriate use.  There is evidence of this adapted material finding its way onto child pornography sites.
5.2.
There is also evidence that certain individuals seek to join sports clubs and/or visit sporting events to take inappropriate photographs or video footage of young and disabled sports people in vulnerable positions.  All club members shall be vigilant about this possibility given that orienteering events are held in public.  Any concerns during an event shall be reported to an event official.

5.3.
Guidance (the age of children is a factor to consider what is appropriate): 

	· Obtain parental permission to use an image of their child using the Consent Form. 

	· Where possible, use group shots when using photographs for publicity purposes and with a caption rather than the children’s names.  

	· Do not name any children when using photographs for promotional purposes. 

	· Where children are named, then list names in a different order from which the children appear in the photograph.

	· In action shots only use images of children in suitable dress to reduce the risk of inappropriate use - the photograph shall focus on the activity not on a particular child. 

	· Report the use of any inappropriate images to reduce the risks to children to the Designated Person. 


5.4.
Videoing as a coaching aid.  Performers and their parents/carers shall be made aware that this using video equipment is a legitimate coaching aid and is part of the coaching programme and such films shall be stored safely. 

5.5.
Using Photographs of Children on Web Sites.  Photographs of children and young people on websites can pose direct or indirect risks to their subjects. Avoid including personal information which could be used l to learn more about a child prior to 'grooming' them for abuse. Or the content of the photo could be used or adapted for inappropriate use on child pornography sites.
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
