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Putting the results onto the internet


Results should be put onto both winsplits and splitsbrowser website.

Full details are on the site on how to generate the required file and upload results.  (Click Competition Day->Results. Select SPORTident, click OK.  Click Interface, select CSV file with a semicolon delimiter.)


The simple results should also be posted on the LVO website.

Generate file by selecting Competition Day->Results.  Select Preliminary and click OK.  Click publish and select HTML format.  Open this file using Notepad and cut and paste into simple results window at above link (This is also the file that Brian Ervine requires).





Downloading and automatically printing result slips


In OE2003 select Competition Day->Read SI Cards.  Select one of the A5 result templates (see elsewhere on how to change) and the correct printer (preferably connected to local PC).  If not prompted for template name, ensure results sheet box is set to “Automatic(1)”.  The “A5 Results Slip – blank” can be used if you have not entered a personalised message.





Printing results for display


In OE2003 select Competition Day->Results.  Click Preliminary, ensure all courses are highlighted and click OK.  Click on the Print tab, ensure the correct printer is selected (A5 and portrait), and click Print.





Finding out who is missing


Select Competition Day->More Reports in OE2003. Click on Missing Runners.  Ensure all names are highlighted and click OK.





What to do with the Registration Slips


Registration slips should only exist for hired or unknown dibbers.  The details of unknown dibbers should be sent to Declan so that the archive table can be updated.  Any details requesting info packs should be sent to Anne.





Changing the message on the results slip


There are two result slip files provided:


A5 Results Slip – with a message


A5 Results Slip – blank – DO NOT MODIFY


If you want to change the message at the bottom of the results slip, then open Layout Manager 2003 (Start->All Programs->Sport Software).  Click Label->Open and select the “A5 Results Slip – with a message” from the drop down list.  It should be in the C:/ProgramFiles/SportSoftware/OE2003/Layout directory.  DO NOT CHANGE ANYTHING ABOVE THE BOTTOM BLACK LINE .  To change the message in any of the bottom fields (e.g. planner name), click the right mouse button over the desired box and select ‘text’. Simply update the text and save the document.


DO NOT CHANGE THE “A5 Results Slip – blank – DO NOT MODIFY” FILE.





Printing – selecting the correct printer


In order to enable printing to either printer from either laptop, 8 different printer drivers have been created to cover all possibilities.  These should not be changed.  If the printer is connected directly to the laptop you are using then simply select the appropriate printer name and paper size from the list, eg. Clearday (A5).  If the printer is connected to the other laptop over the network, then select the printer name and paper size in the format e.g. Auto Clearday (A5) on bonnie.

Performing registration and download simultaneously


If the two laptops are networked, one can be used for competitors dibbing to register (uploading), and the other used for dibbing after running (downloading).  Connect the printer directly to the download computer to improve printing speed.  If only one computer is available, it will be necessary to repetitively open and close the registration and downloading screens.  (Only one can be working at any given time).





Using the archive to register hired cards


First: complete all steps for Automatic Registration using the Archive File.


If a member is hiring a dibber, find their name in the Archive window by either scrolling down or enter their name in the Quick Search box.  Double clicking on their archive entry will copy their details into which ever entry screen is being used.  Only the hired SI number and course need to be typed into the system.





Automatic Registration using the Archive File


The NIOA archive is on both laptops, holding competitor names along with age class, club and SI number.  In OE2003 select either Entries or Direct Entries from the Entries tab.  Either will work (but you must use the Entries screen to modify details).  Ensure the status flag circle is green and not red.  If it is red, close all other windows and click SPORTident->restart.  If the circle is still red, ensure the COM port settings are correct (see later section).  Also ensure that the archive table is displayed (Archive->show archive table).  When a known competitor dibs, their details will be pre-entered and a course simply needs to be selected.





Networking the two laptops


Simply connect the laptops using the yellow cable which is stored with clyde.  Connect the cable to the socket with symbol � EMBED Word.Picture.8  ���.  BE CAREFUL REMOVING THE LEAD – THERE IS A CATCH WHICH NEEDS TO BE PRESSED TO RELEASE. Whichever laptop has the courses entered in OE2003 is designated as the master. The other laptop is the slave and both need OE2003 configured.


On master: Open OE2003 and select Settings->LAN


(ensure the tick box is NOT selected).


On child: Open OE2003 and select Settings->LAN


(ensure the tick box IS selected)
